4. Medical certificate (Form 075-U)

5. Vaccination record

6. Six (6) passport-sized photos (3x4 cm)

7. Official health certificates confirming mental health, absence of HIV infection, and a chest X-ray image – all certified by the relevant health authority of the applicant’s home country.
